Canajoharie Library Rules of Conduct

Our goal is for the Canajoharie Library to be a welcoming, pleasant place for all.  In order for everyone to be able to enjoy their time in the library, we ask all users to follow the standards of conduct listed below. 

1. Tobacco use of any kind is prohibited on library property.
2. Stealing, damaging or altering library property is prohibited.
3. Disruptive or inappropriate behaviors including but not limited to abusive or threatening actions, unreasonable noise, boisterous physical behavior and sleeping are not allowed. 
4. Parking in violation of posted rules is prohibited
5. Skateboarding, rollerblading, etc. are not allowed. 
6. Animals are not allowed in the building.  Exceptions are service animals and animals that are a part of an organized library program.

7. Shirts and footwear are required in the building.  Clothing with offensive messages is prohibited.
8. Parents or caregivers are responsible for the behavior and supervision of their children.

9. Public access to non public areas is allowed only for acceptable business and with staff escort. 

10. Food and drink are not allowed near public computer workstations.  Covered drinks and packaged snacks are allowed in designated areas.  Supervisory staff may prohibit food or drink that interferes with normal operation.
11. Cell phone use is prohibited near public computer workstations.  Discrete cell phone use is allowed in other areas.  Supervisory staff may prohibit any cell phone use that interferes with normal operations. 

12. Supervisory staff may deny privileges to any member of the public for repeated violations of rules or for refusal to follow staff directives. 
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
